AFTER CAMP ADVICE
Remind your child to use the packing list (that you packed in their suitcase/duffel bag) when they are repacking to come home.  

Your child will want to remember to get contact information from their new and old friends before they leave.  The address book that came to camp with them is a great way to capture these details.

Be sure to be on time when picking up your child from camp.  First of all, they are looking forward to seeing you.  Secondly, there will be some things you’ll need to do before departure such as:

· Close your account with the camp 

· Collect your child’s medications from the health center

· Sign your child out. This verifies that the camper’s legal guardian took the child home

Upon arriving back home, have a big “Welcome Back” banner on display.

Use the original packing list to inventory what is brought home.  If something important is missing call the camp immediately.  Sort through everything and toss anything that is worn out or damaged.  Make notes to remind yourself of what was and wasn’t needed or what you need to replace for next year.  Pack these notes away with the camping gear for reference next time you’re preparing to pack.

A couple of “to dos” once you’re back home:

· Give your child some space before getting into an in-depth conversation about their experiences at camp

· Encourage him/her to keep in touch with their new friends

· Have them make a scrapbook/memory book about camp
