he social and political landscape of the United States is and has been in the

Because of laws and increased involvement of persons with disabilities in
advocating for themselves, the social environment has improved and hope-
fully will continue to improve. Through the efforts of enlightened and con-
cerned lawmakers, laws that prohibit discrimination of persons with disabilities
have been passed. In addition, laws that have increased educational opportu-
nities as well as mandatory access to the country’s goods and services have
been passed. The passage and enactment of these laws mark a significant
improvement in the treatment of persons with disabilities. As a result of
increased access and educational opportunities, persons with disabilities
are better equipped to interact in society. It is hoped that this increased inter-
action with nondisabled will hasten more positive and realistic attitudes toward
persons with disabilities.

This second edition continues the discussion of the evolution of societal atti-
tudes toward persons with disabilities. Moreover, the book addresses some of the
concepts society has and continues to have about persons with disabilities. This
second edition explains how social attitudes impact social interactions which in
turn create a need for political action to correct injustices and/or increase oppor-
tunities for persons with disabilities. This second edition attempts to document
some of the most relevant social and political histories of persons with disabili-
ties in the United States. A major objective of the second edition is to document
some of the historical events and actions which have produced the current state
of affairs for persons with disabilities.
